DASDEC:  Updated software has been available for download since Feb. 16. If you purchased your equipment this year, it may already be present. 

Gorman-Redlich:  Have no plans for firmware update.  They recommend changing NOTHING during the "extended DST" period, since this will allow alerts to process normally.  Note that this will mean that for 4 weeks out of the year, the logs will be inaccurate.

MTS EAS Encoder II:  Their software relies on the operating system for time and DST info.  As long as your computer's OS has been updated appropriately, you should be fine.
